Who participates in Peace Camp? We have space for 40 participants, so apply early.
Children in Kindergarten through 6™ grade are eligible to attend. Youth who are interested in
participating are welcome and encouraged to contact us for an application to be a teen leader.

What do the children learn while at Peace Camp? Children will learn about the practice of
peacemaking, by learning practical techniques to deal with conflict and violence in around them.
These techniques for peacemaking include nonviolent conflict resolution, physical and mental
practices such as mindfulness and yoga, the arts, nature studies, and media literacy. These
experiences will be developmentally appropriate for the ages and will model a deep respect for
cultural, social and religious diversity. We celebrate that our children are nurtured by many
traditions and welcome this opportunity to learn from each other in order to create a more
peaceful and tolerant world, where everyone feels like they have a sense of belonging.
